1. Read Exodus 7:3-7.

*But | will make Pharaoh stubborn so that he will not do what you tell
him. Then | will do many miracles in Egypt to prove who | am. *But he
will still refuse to listen. So then | will punish Egypt very much. And |
will lead my army, my people, out of that land. °| will punish the people



of Egypt, and they will learn that | am the LorD. Then | will lead my
people out of their country.” ® Moses and Aaron did what the LorD told
them. ’ Moses was 80 years old at the time, and Aaron was 83.

Why does the Lord make Pharaoh’s heart stubborn so he is unwilling to do
what the Lord asks him to do?

The Lord says He will do many miracles. Who is going to see these
miracles?

God allows the Israelites and all of Egypt to know about the miracles. He is
allowing a lot of people to see His power so that they will know He is the
Lord. How many Egyptians would have learned about the Lord if Pharaoh
released the Israelites without the need for miracles?

Ask Your Parents: Did you ever witness a miracle of God before you
surrendered your life to Christ? How did it change your thinking about
God?

Pray: God of miracles, help us to understand that your miracles are
designed to turn our eyes and hearts toward you. Help us to share about
the miracles we have seen so the lives of those around us will also come to
know you as God.
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1. Read Exodus 7:8-11.

®The LorD said to Moses and Aaron, ° “Pharaoh will ask you to prove your
power. He will ask you to do a miracle. Tell Aaron to throw his walking stick
on the ground. While Pharaoh is watching, the stick will become a snake.”
1950 Moses and Aaron went to Pharaoh and obeyed the LORD. Aaron threw
his walking stick down. While Pharaoh and his officers watched, the stick
became a snake. ' So Pharaoh called for his wise men and magicians. These
men used their magic, and they were able to do the same thing as Aaron.
